e THE HISTORY OF YOUR SUBMISSION

who evaluate work by making unauthorized submissions),

e WRITTEN GUARANTEE
that you will refrain from showing or otherwise soliciting other opinions
and/or agency agreements while we look at your work, exclusively
(approx. 3 weeks).
